In this Y2-credit course, students will use an informative interactive process to explore career and life options that
fit their individual interests, needs, and skills. Students begin with a thorough examination of their own interests, aptitudes, achievements,
and personality styles. Then, they explore potential career matches, examining job market information, conducting informational interviews,
and plotting training and educational paths. Along the way, students learn to craft effective resumes and letters, and to handle job interview

situations.
